3. When the Loop Out port isn't connected to any devices, the 75Q Terminator should be set to “ON".
When the Loop Out port is connected to the device, the 75Q Terminator should be set to “OFF".

4. The max. transmission distance from camera to ADO0TUHD4 is approximately 100-200M.
The max. transmission distance from Loop Out port to DVR is approximately 100-300M.

5. Stepl1: Connects camera and HMDI monitor to ADO0T1UHD4, and wait for the LED to turn blue.
Step2: Remove the camera input
Step3: Click 4 button, the firmware version will show on the HDMI monitor.
